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Public Hearing

Mayor Rex Smith opened with the pledge of allegiance and Alderman Craig Sanders led with a prayer.

A duly noticed Public Hearing was held in the board room at Saltillo City Hall on Tuesday, July 18, 2017 at 5:30 P.M. to hear from Building and Zoning Administrator Brian Grissom and any other interested parties or objectors related to the request of Agrium Crop Production Services of Loveland, Colorado for a Special Exception Use on Highway 45 North, Parcel ID: 0530-05-008-12 (warehousing, distribution and storage in C-2).

Present for the hearing were Donald Cullum, Terry Glidewell, Copey Grantham, Craig Sanders, Malcomb Driskill, Zoning Administrator Brian Grissom, City Clerk Mary Parker, City Attorney Chris Evans, Public Works Director Richard Feist, Bill Bailey, Michael McGhie, Ray Hopkins, Shirley Roberts, Cathy Jefcoat, Michael Hamilton, Rhonda Hamilton, Ralph Perry, Bobby Reedy, Jon Milstead, Grant Meyer, Richard Cotton, Amy Hutcheson, Corrine Calvasina, Louise Jones, Charlie Brett, Glenn Harris, Katrina Berry – Hooper, Melissa Cockrell, James Woodall, Bubba Morris, and Bart Bevill. 

Mayor Smith opened the Public Hearing.   Mr. Bubba Morris was sworn in, he then introduced his company to those in attendance.  He informed those in attendance the operation will include a dry fertilizer building, a liquid fertilizer building, a truck scale and an office.  Mr. Morris said there is no smell, light, dust, or noise associated with the facility that would be a nuisance to surrounding properties.  

Mayor Smith then inquired as to whether anyone else wished to be heard on the matter.  The City Clerk swore in Richard Cotton, Ralph Perry, Michael Hamilton, and Michael McGhie.  

Mr. Cotton had several questions concerning the chemicals/poisons that would be used to produce the products; traffic concerns; noise and dust.  Mr. Morris informed everyone that all the production was contained inside the buildings therefore keeps down the noise and dust.  Traffic is a concern because the nature of Highway 45, but that there would be no more than 400 trucks twice a year with regard to their peak seasons, spring and fall.

Ralph Perry, lives near Pro Turf.  Asked the hours of operation and whether they sell directly to farmers/customers.  Hours would be Monday through Friday and during peak season some Saturday mornings.  They do not cater to everyday farmers but mainly to row crop farmers.  

Mr. McGhie asked about potash, chlorine base and nitrogen.  Would they cause damage to his building because he is so close to the property?  He also asked if the Saltillo Fire Dept was prepared to handle hazardous materials.  Alderman Terry Glidewell informed him that Saltillo Fire Department depends on Tupelo Fire Department because the small municipalities did not have the equipment or manpower.   Mr. Morris said that all their drivers were haz-mat certified and that workers at the factory would be haz-mat certified.

Mike Hamilton lives next door, he asked about their accident rate.  Mr. Morris said it was less than 1 per 1000 man hours.  He again informed them the warehouse is contained.

Mayor Smith asked if there was anyone else to be heard and hearing none he moved into the regular called meeting of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen.
