RE: POLICE DEPARTMENT MONTHLY REPORT

Chief Haynes reported 294 service calls for the month of June, 2023. 36 reports taken of which 5 were felony
reports.

She will begin work on July 16", 2023, after appropriate paperwork has been completed, so that she may
attend the Basic SRO class in Huntsville, AL, July 16 — July 21, 2023.

On the motion of Brian Morgan, seconded by Sonya Witcher, and by an affirmative vote of all present to approve
the payment request (final) for $8,851.20 of Hooker Construction for construction of concession stand and
bathrooms at Wesson Park. According to Brian Grissom, the work related to the said request has been performed in
accordance with the contract. This contract was previously awarded by the board pursuant to state purchasing

laws.

RE: DOWNTOWN SIDEWALK BIDS

This project will be paid out of the
HB1353 funds. Competitive bids were solicited pursuant to state purchasing laws.

RE: SITE PLAN FOR OLD FRED’S BUILDING

On the motion of Brian Morgan, seconded by Terry Glidewell, and by an affirmative vote of all present to approve
the preliminary site plan for the old Fred’s building as presented by the owner and construction company. This will
be retail space. The city will continue to have full site plan approval authority as provided by the current city
building and zoning ordinance.

RE: ANCHOR REALTY SPECIAL EXCEPTION

On the motion of Brian Morgan, seconded by Scottie Clark, and by an affirmative vote of all present to grant a
special exception to Kenny and Elyse Smith to allow “residential in commercial’ at the current Anchor Realty
location (128 Walnut Street, Saltillo - currently zoned R-5), with the following conditions:1. The business and
residence must be separate, and the residence portion must not be obviously visible from inside the business.
2. There may only be one, single-family, residence at the location.
3. The building must be maintained as a business from the outside, with the residential portion of the
location not being readily within outside view.
4. This special exception would apply only to Anchor Realty as the commercial business and Kenny and
Elyse Smith as the residents, based upon their particular circumstances, and would not be transferrable to
any other entity or persons without the express consent of the board of aldermen.

In approving this special exception, the board finds that a public hearing was previously noticed and
conducted, that the requirements of the city building and zoning ordinance have been met, and that the said special
exception is otherwise allowable under state law.

The
compensation for Seawright were paid by Saltillo Main Street Association. The mayor and board (not including
Alderman Morgan, who has recused) previously approved Seawright to work the event, by common consent, but
wanted such approval to be noted in the official minutes.

RE: PARK AND REC MONTHLY UPDATE

Park Director Kevin White informed the board that they have had a very busy month. Held 2 baseball and 1 softball
tournament for the month of June. Held baseball tournament on June 2" and 3", Grand Slam 10U State
Tournament June 9 through the 11", We finished baseball, softball and t-ball season June 15. Had 500 players on
39 teams. Total for league night concessions was $2,323.22, weekend tournaments was $21,298.00 and month of
June total was $23,621.22. Total revenue since end of February, 2023, was $86,587.22. Concessions revenue was
$61,034.13, cost of supplies was $25,441.46, cost of workers was $8,824.00, total profit was $26,768.67. No action
taken.

RE: A/C AT COMMUNITY CENTER

On the motion of Brian Morgan, seconded by Terry Glidewell, and by an affirmative vote of all present to approve
the quote from Moody Heating and Air for $15,899.77 to replace an existing 10 ton split system with new 10 ton
unit and condenser, reconnect and modify existing ductwork, and install new programmable thermostat, at the
community center. This approval is contingent upon not being able to locate a similar used A/C unit which, if
found, will be brought back before the board for consideration. Quotes were also received from Rhudy’s Heating

and Air for $19,500.00, Donald Allred Heating & Air conditioning for $22,700.00 and Comfort Engineering for
$24,000.00.

Public Works Director Dustin Hathcock said that all his employees worked cleaning ditches, including Willow Creek,
mowed and bushhogged right of ways, and ran the limb truck 5 days. The sewer department ran pm’s, found and
raised man holes, purchased the new sewer truck, and replaced submersible pumps. The water department took

routine samples, set 4 new meters and fixed 3 leaks. The street department is busy mowing. Did a total of 107
locates. No action taken.
